I©ll go ahead and say it....I don©t like politics.  Neither 
do I enjoy trying to analyze bills being presented to 
the congress.  Yet, it doesn©t seem that we can turn 
any direction without hearing about health care re-
form.  And while it brings me no particular pleasure, 
I have found myself trying to learn as much as I can 
about the issues surrounding health care reform.  I 
have spent more time trying to educate myself on this 
issue because in the ministry of Jesus, health 
(physical and spiritual) is very important.  In the  
Gospel of Matthew, the author summarizes the minis-
try of Jesus this way, "Jesus went through all the 
towns and villages, teaching in their synagogues, 
preaching the good news of the kingdom and healing 
every disease and sickness." (Mt. 9:35)  Probably the 
best known parable of Jesus is about a Samaritan who 
stopped to help a person who had been left for dead 
beside the road (two religious leaders avoided him).  
In America, many of our hospitals were started by 
churches.  Foreign mission work often contained a 
medical element. 
 

The more I look into health care reform, the more I 
have learned how little I knew and how much I have 
to learn.  There are so many issues.  When Julie©s  
parents moved to the Salem area they had a tough 
time finding a primary care provider who would  
accept Medicare as a primary insurer.  Why is that?  
Have you ever spent hours and hours at an emergency 
room? The quality of health care in America is the 
best in the world, but it is also the most expensive.   
There are also the issues of the uninsured, illegal  
residents, tort reform, reimbursement rates and issues 
of our national debt.  We should never forget the  
issue of personal responsibility (health and wellness/
preventative medicine). 
 

Health care reform is a complicated issue.  My  
challenge to you is three fold: be as broadly informed 
on the subject as you can,  pray for our elected lead-
ers who are making the decisions and contact your 
elected leaders with your perspective. While I don©t 
like politics, I do like opinions, formed by faith,  
giving input to the direction of our country.
